My problem iswith the
BNPublishing edition. Even though they claim a 2013 copyright date, the only new material isthe cover artwork. Not
only that, the actual original contents are incomplete. BNPublishing has chosen to leave out al the unpaginated (and
valuable) figures and illustrations, as well as the last six pages of the index. And in producing the facsimile, while
enlarging the page size, they have reduced the text size to 96% of the original. Small, but noticeable. My biggest
complaint is the use of GLOSS black ink on bright white paper. It makes the book difficult to read under anything but
the best lighting conditions. | would recommend finding a good used copy of the origina before buying this edition.
